ENERGY AND LUMINAIRE EFFICIENCY APPLICATIONS/TERMINOLOGY

Total Luminaire Efficiency = the ratio of total lumen output of a luminaire and the lumen output of the lamps expressed as a percentage

LER = Luminaire Efficacy Rating. It is a single value that expresses the efficacy of the luminaire (the luminaire's light output divided by the
input power). This is available with Alera photometrics and on Alera specification sheets. Itis calculated and shown on the top right-side
of the photometric report.
LER = [Luminaire efficiency (EFF) x Total Rated Lamp Lumens (TLL) x Ballast Factor (BF)]
